DISPOSAL PROGRAM?

Obtain a free sharps container from 
one of the Florida Department of Health 
in Duval County Sharps Collection 
Sites or you may purchase a sharps 
container from a local pharmacy or 
discount store. 

Throw away used sharps in the 
approved container.

Only fill the sharps container 3/4 full. 
Secure the lid with tape.

Drop off the sharps container at one 
of our convenient locations.
